Optional Purses 

HOA Events 3 - 6 Fee $15 - Classes AA-E based on 4-gun average but not lower than one below highest class. 

HAA Events 2 - 6 Fee $15 - Classes AA-E based on 5-gun average but not lower than one below highest class. 

50’s Options (Oklahoma) Fee $9/gun on Events 3 – 6.  First 50, second 50, last 50.  Ties divide. 

Optional Class Purse Fee $5/gun on Events 3 – 6.  Ties divide. 1-5: 100%, 6-10: 60/40, 11+: 50/30/20 

Champ of Champs Fee $5.  Class based on HOA Class.  4th round of Events 3 – 6.  Ties divide. 

2 Man Team Fee $3 per gun per person on Events 2 – 6, HOA.  Teams must be from the same home club 

unless not enough shooters are available to form the team. 

5 Man Team Fee $3 per gun per person on Events 2 – 6, HOA.  Teams must be from the same home club 

unless not enough shooters are available to form the team.. 

NSSA Concurrents No Fee:  Honors only 

 

NSSA rules govern all shooting.  Shoot-offs for Event Champion, Runner-up, Class, and Concurrent will be doubles at 

stations 3, 4, 5, total by station.  2 Man & 5 Man Team shootoffs will be last man standing.  Other ties may be decided by 

long run.
